урока английского языка в 7 классе
«Английский язык XIX века и его отличия от языка XXI века»

1. Аннотация к уроку
«Английский язык XIX века и его отличия от языка XXI века» представляет собой одно из занятий тематической недели «Погружение в XIX век», которая проводится в ИТШ № 777 с 1 по 5 марта 2021 года. На уроке обучающиеся познакомятся с изменениями, которые произошли в литературном английском языке за двести лет, и получат опыт составления текстов на английском языке XIX века.

	Обеспечивает положительный настрой и мотивацию на урок за счет следующих вопросов: 
· Good morning. How are you?
· Are you ready for the lesson?
	Приветствуют учителя, описывают текущее настроение, готовятся к работе.


	Актуализация знаний и фиксирования индивидуального затруднения в пробном действии. 4 мин.

	Демонстрирует классу отрывок из произведения английского писателя XIX века, организует фронтальную беседу по следующим вопросам: 
- Вы поняли текст?
- Что в нём было непонятно?
- Какова, по-вашему, причина этого?
	Слушают записи, высказывают предположения, отвечают на вопросы, формулируют тему урока:
- Текст поняли частично.
- Встретилось много неизвестных слов.
- Непонятные слова, видимо, относятся к устаревшим.
- Язык со временем изменяется.
- Необходимо изучить различия между английским языком XIX и XXI веков.

	Целеполагание и планирование действий обучающимися. 2 мин.
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	Организует постановку целей и планирование действий обучающимися:
- Что нам потребуется, чтобы найти различия между языками XIX и XXI веков?

	Формулируют цель деятельности, формулируют шаги по достижению цели:
- Изучить лексику и грамматику XIX века.
- Составить словарь.
- Написать учебный текст на языке XIX века.

	Процессуальный этап урока

	Первый шаг по достижению поставленной цели. Поиск устаревшей лексики. 5 мин.
Задание № 1 
	Выдаёт учащимся рабочие листы (три варианта) и организует поиск устаревшей лексики в текстах:
· Найдите в текстах незнакомые (возможно, устаревшие) слова.
· Проявите языковую догадку: попытайтесь понять значение этих слов.
	В парах изучают тексты, выписывают незнакомые слова, подбирают возможные значения этих слов. 


	Второй шаг по достижению поставленной цели. Составление мини-словаря английского автора XIX века. 10 мин.
Задание № 2 
	Делит учащихся на три группы (по номерам вариантов) и предлагает им совместно составить мини-словарь автора (слово XIX века и соответствующее ему слово XXI века).
	Работают в группах, обмениваются найденными лексическими единицами, составляют мини-словарь автора в алфавитном порядке.

	Третий шаг по достижению поставленной цели. Закрепление полученных знаний. 10 мин.
Задания № 3 и 4. Словарь
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	Предлагает обучающимся в группах перевести учебный текст XXI века на язык XIX века, пользуясь словарями:

- составленными в группах;
и
- представленным на доске.

	Выполняют задание в группах. 

	Четвёртый шаг по достижению поставленной цели. Представление продукта. 6 мин.
Рабочий лист. 
	Организует демонстрацию продукта совместной деятельности – переведённого группами учебного текста.

	По одному представителю от каждой группы читают полученный текст. Две другие группы пополняют собственные словари, задают по одному уточняющему вопросу выступающему, например:
- Что означает слово …?

	Рефлексивно-оценочный этап урока

	Организация рефлексии деятельности. 2 мин.
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	Учитель организует подведение предметного итога и рефлексию деятельности по следующим вопросам:
· Что мы планировали сделать на уроке?
· Что мы добились?
· Что мы сделать не смогли?
· Как я чувствую себя к концу урока?
Учитель предлагает учащимся выразить их настроение, отметив одно из полей на интерактивной доске: отличное, среднее, неважное.
	Участвуют в рефлексивной беседе, сопоставляют запланированные действия и результат, оценивают свои способности и настроение в конце урока.
Отмечают собственное настроение на интерактивной доске.

	Выставление отметок за работу на уроке. 
1 мин.
	В ходе урока обучающимися осуществлялась самооценка, взаимооценка. В конце урока учитель аргументированно выставляет отметки отдельным ученикам за работу на уроке, расписывается в дневниках.
	Выставляют отметки в дневник, подают дневники на подпись учителю.

	Домашнее задание. 1 мин.
	Объявляет классу домашнее задание:
- Составить письмо другу с приглашением на бал. Использовать язык XIX века.
	Записывают домашнее задание в дневники.
