London is the capital of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland and   of one part of the UK - England   . It is a very old city.
London is Britain’s political, economic and cultural centre. It is the most populous city in Europe with an official population about 8 million people.
   London is divided into three big parts: The City, the West End and the East End. The City is a big financial and business centre. The West End is London’s main entertainment and shopping district. The Eastern side of London contains the East End and East London. The East End is known for its high immigrant population, as well as for being one of the poorest areas in London.
 London has numerous places of interest which attract crowds of tourists.
   The most popular landmark of Great Britain is Big Ben .It  has been the national  symbol of the United Kingdom for about two centuries. 
    Big Ben is the name of the Great bell of the clock at the Palace of Westminster. Built in 1858, it was named after an architect whose name was Ben (Benjamin), who very tall. Nowadays this name mostly refers to the clock and the clock tower. The height of the tower is 96, 3 metres.
   In 2012 the tower was renamed to celebrate the Diamond Jubilee of the Queen and is now officially known as the Elizabeth Tower.
Some years ago people could hear the sound of the bell of Big Ben every hour. But now the tower keeps silence because of the reconstruction. 
   Everyday about 500 tourists come to London to see  Big Ben. The interesting fact is that you are not allowed to get inside  Big Ben if you aren’t an Englishman. No tourists allowed.
   On the waterfront of the City stands one of the main London's places of interest- the famous Tower of London. It is the oldest construction in London built in the 11th century by William the Conqueror. It is used to be a prison, a fortress, a palace, a treasury and even the Zoo. Now the Tower of London is a museum where   the Crown Jewels  are kept and many people from other countries come to see it. There are always black ravens in the Tower of London. People keep them in the Tower of London and look after them very well as they believe that London  and Great Britain will exist  while the ravens live there. The walls of the Tower are still guarded by palace guard in historical outfits.
Actually this castle has  a very long official name- Her Majesty's Royal Palace and Fortress of the Tower of London. And in 1988 this place was added to the UNESCO list of  World Heritage Sites. 
One of the greatest English churches, St. Paul’s Cathedral, is not far from the Tower of  London. The famous English architect Sir Christopher Wren built it in the 17th century after the Great Fire. It is a beautiful building with many columns and towers. The Cathedral contains a lot of fine paintings, sculptures and other works of art. There are three Galleries and 17 bells in the Cathedral. The largest bell is called Great Paul.
   Trafalgar Square is located in the geographical centre of  London. Some people say it is the most beautiful place in London. It is famous for a tall monument to Admiral Nelson with four lions at the bottom of it.
  It was built to commemorate the Battle of Trafalgar and honour Admiral Nelson  and  is used for walking, demonstrations and holidays. It is very popular among tourists and citizens.
  There are two beautiful fountains in the square. They are in front of the National Gallery which is one of the best picture Galleries in the world.
The National Gallery is situated in the north side of Trafalgar Square. It is a great art museum which includes many national collections of European paintings. It was opened in 1824.The  British government bought a collection of 38 paintings. Now it is one of the richest and expensive in the world. Tourists like walking in this museum and watching those wonderful paintings.
The British Museum is one of the largest museums in the world. It  was created in 1753. It contains one of the richest collections of antiquities in the world. There is also one of the largest library in this museum. There is a reading room, but you can’t lend books. There are 11 departments in this museum. They keep a lot of different collections. So, there is the Department of coins and medals, the Department of prints and drawings, the Department of Ancient Egypt and Sudan and many others.
The political centre of London is Westminster.
It  is a historical area of central London with several famous landmarks, such as Westminster Abbey, a Gothic Church, which is a traditional place of coronation and burial site for all British kings and queens; the Palace of Westminster, which is the meeting place of the House of Commons and the House of Lords.
Not far from the church there is the Palace of Westminster which is also known as the Houses of Parliament.
It stands on the riverside near Westminster Abbey. It can be visited by tourists. They start at the Royal Gallery and then they go to the House of Lords. The most famous part of the House of Parliament is St. Stephen’s Hall. It is decorated by very expensive and valuable frescos. It is one of the oldest landmarks in London.
Westminster Abbey is located near the Houses of Parliament. It is a place where all British kings and queens are crowned. This place was founded by St. Peter 900 years ago. Every year this church attracts millions of people. Tourists come here to see the Abbey and visit its famous part called Poet’s corner.
The Buckingham Palace is one the most exciting places in London. The palace is very old. It was built in 1705. Now it is the official residence of British monarchy. 
The Queen of England lives in Buckingham Palace. Each time the Royal family is in the Palace, a flag flies on the roof. It is a wonderful building with a monument in front of it, which is the Queen Victoria Memorial. Many tourists come here because they want to see the Memorial. It is very beautiful. 
There are 775 rooms where members of the Royal family and their servants live. There are also rooms for guests. There are offices, on-site post and even swimming pool in the palace. Throughout the year right in front of Buckingham Palace the ceremony of the Changing of the Guard takes place, attracting a lot of tourists.
The London Eye is a beautiful landmark of London. It is situated on the bank of the river Thames.
The London Eye is one the largest Ferris wheels in Europe.
Unforgettable views of the city open from its height of 135 metres. The wheel consists of 32 air-conditioned capsules which symbolize 32 boroughs of London. The London  Eye rotates with the speed of 0,9 km/hour. It can carry 800 people in each rotation. The ride takes 30 minutes. The wheel looks like a big bicycle wheel.  London Eye can be also used for weddings! Many couples organize wedding ceremonies in this landmark.
Madam Tussaud’s is the most amazing wax museum in the whole world! It is visited by 2,5 million people every year. Every day you can see thousands of people standing in the queue near the entering to this building. There are many different wax figures. You can see famous actors, singers and politicians. They are very similar to real people. 

Hyde park is a beautiful park in London. It is a royal place. It is very big. It has 5000 acres of beautiful green space. So that’s why people like to organize picnics here. It is also a popular place for meetings, celebrations and festivals.
There are many sights in this park and tourists also like watching them. The park is known for its artificial lake Serpentine where it is allowed to swim. There is a gallery, a museum and several sculptures on the territory of Hyde Park.
 
During the Olympic Games 2012 Hyde Park was the place where some competitions were held.
There are so many other places to see and visit in London, but you can’t do it at once.
