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Пояснительная записка

Введение новых стандартов влечет за собой изменения в языковой политике общеобразовательных учреждений. Создание гибкой системы выбора языков  условий их изучения, а также вариативность форм и средств обучения отражают современное состояние теории и практики обучения иностранному языку. Для современного языкового образования характерны междисциплинарная интеграция, вариативность, ориентация на межкультурный аспект овладения иностранным языком.
Данная методическая разработана на основе примерной программы общеобразовательной дисциплины «Иностранный язык (английский)» для профессиональных образовательных организаций с учетом требований ФГОС среднего общего образования, предъявляемых к структуре, содержанию и результатам освоения учебной дисциплины «Иностранный язык (английский)» для изучения студентами первого курса по специальности 43.02.15 «Поварское и кондитерское дело».
Методическая разработка открытого занятия по дисциплине «Иностранный язык» (Английский язык) на тему «Географическое положение Великобритании» представляет собой подробный план - конспект урока в форме практического занятия с применением активных методов обучения и использованием коммуникативной и информационно-коммуникационных технологий.
Данное занятие способствует развитию языковой, информационной и коммуникативной компетенции студентов. Занятие состоит из разных практических заданий: работа с географической картой, ответы на вопросы,  работа с текстом, выполнение интерактивных упражнений, разгадывание кроссворда.
Для повышения интереса к уроку используется информационно-коммуникационные технологии (далее – ИКТ) обучения, которые являются эффективным педагогическим средством изучения иноязычной культуры и формирования коммуникативных навыков. ИКТ способствует ускорению процесса обучения, росту интереса обучающихся к преподаваемой дисциплине, улучшают качество усвоения материала, позволяют индивидуализировать процесс обучения и дают возможность избежать субъективности оценки.
На учебном занятии обобщаются и систематизируются знания студентов, а затем материал закрепляется практическими заданиями. Такая форма занятия активизирует познавательную деятельность студентов, помогает проявить им свои творческие и интеллектуальные способности, воспитывает культуру общения.
Материал занятия в данной разработке структурирован и представлен в плане-конспекте учебного занятия.



План-конспект учебного занятия

Theme: Welcome to Great Britain (Geographical position of Great Britain).
Type of lesson: learning and primary consolidation of new knowledge of students, deepening the knowledge of students about the UK.
Class form: combined lesson
The general aim of the lesson: to form and develop communicative skills in English within the framework of the topic.
Teaching aim: to activate and improve the vocabulary of students on the topic; to improve the skills of monologic and dialogic speech and skills of communicative interaction in a foreign language.
Developmental aim: to develop language guessing, auditory memory, thinking.
Educational aim: to foster a respectful and benevolent attitude toward the country and people of the language we are studying.
Methods of education: verbal method (storytelling, narration with elements of conversation, explanation); information and communication (presentation); partly exploratory (practical assignment);
Technologies of education: information and communication technology, communicative learning technology.
Forms of work: individual, frontal.
