to backpack (verb), backpacking (noun) – a style of independent travel usually involving multiple destinations and low budget accommodation.
off the beaten path/track (phrase) – describes a tourist destination where not many people/tourists go.
souvenir (noun) – an object to remind someone of a place, person or event.
bucket list (noun) – a list of things a person would like to accomplish in their lifetime.
culture vulture (noun) – someone who is very interested in music, art, theatre, etc
meander /miˈændə/ across/along/through (verb) – to walk somewhere in a slow relaxed way rather than take the most direct way possible
city slicker (noun) – a person who lives in a city, and has no experience of or knowledge about living in the countryside

Suggested answer
Many people like travelling. As part of my project aiming to find out what traveller types people in Zetland are, I have found a table containing the results of some opinion polls. I am going to analyse the results of some opinion polls and express my opinion on the best holiday companion for teenagers.
As can be seen from the table, the most popular traveller type is a city slicker, with 35% of the respondents choosing it. There are two groups of responses with the same number of choices. A quarter of the respondents in Zetland consider themselves either a culture vulture (25%) or a beach bum (25%).
Comparing the other listed types, a happy camper is twice as common as a pampered princess (10% and 5% respectively). It can indicate that people in Zetland would rather spend their holidays more actively rather than relaxing in a spa or receiving massages.
Although travelling is extremely popular, there may be some potential problems with choosing the right companion. For example, if you have completely different preferences, the holiday will become a disaster resulting in endless rows or even fights. To solve this problem, it is recommended to have a detailed discussion with a potential companion about your and their expectations from a holiday.
In conclusion, I believe that the best holiday companion for teenagers is their peers, people of the same age, and preferably of the same interests. Going on holidays with such a person should be an unforgettable experience.
