Pedagogical Olympiads

1. A pedagogical Olympiad is a form of future specialists’ professional training promoting development of competences and boosting up their creativity. Such a competition is regarded as a source of development, self-education and self-learning for the participants.
2. Russia hosts a significant number of student Olympiads. For instance, the All-Russian Student Olympiad (RSO) which includes all Olympiads (subject Olympiads) in general, professional and special disciplines specified in the State Educational Standard, contests on the majors (specialties) and others.
3. First pedagogical Olympiads took place in our country in 70-s of the 20th century. The Olympiad movement has developed significantly due to use of new information and communication technologies. The Olympiad movement creates conditions for personal and professional growth of teachers who participate in the Olympiad preparation and conduction. 
4. In 2007 the first All-Russian distant Olympiad in pedagogics was held. Student Olympiads in pedagogics represent one of the ways to activate student creativity; develop science, research, organization and pedagogical activities as well as to promote pedagogical and psychological knowledge.
5. The Herzen pedagogical Olympiad “First Success” creates conditions for self-expression of pupils through the series of interdependent contests. The Herzen pedagogical Olympiad movement includes different generations, teachers and scientists, pupils, and a professional community. The key point is in “stepping out from the limits of a classroom”. It is a professionally oriented Olympiad and a creative one as well.
6. Olympiad participants are young people with progressive views, longing for new knowledge and willing to participate in discussions. They are able to organize and participate in debates, listen to other opinions, well aware about the country problems. 
7. So, Olympiads integrate knowledge, skills; expertize personal qualities into future teachers. Olympiads are the means of personal development both for students and teachers.

“The Teacher of the Year” National Competition

“The Teacher of the Year” national competition has been held annually since 1992 (in 1990-1991, it was held as the USSR Teacher of the Year). The competition was founded by the Ministry of Education, the National Union of Educators, and “Uchitelskaya Gazeta” newspaper. Ninety competitors took part in 2023’s national finale.
The final of the competition is held in full-time format in three rounds:
The first round of “Teacher-Professional” includes two competitive tests: “Lesson” and “Educational Event’ – according to its results, 15 contestants are selected, who will pass to the second round.
The second “Master Teacher” tour consists of two competitive tests: “Master Class” and “Question to the Teacher of the Year”. To evaluate the competitive tests of the second round, a jury consisting of experts, students and parents is formed. Five contestants who scored the highest number of points on the sum of the results of the first and second rounds are announced as winners of the All-Russian competition and become participants of the third round.
The third Teacher-Leader Tour includes a competitive trial – “Pedagogical Council”.
The contestant who scored the highest number of points on the sum of the results of the first, second and third rounds is declared the absolute winner of the All-Russian competition “Teacher of the Year of Russia”.
The President of Russia Vladimir congratulates the finalists and winners of the Teacher of the Year competition and wishes success.
